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APPROVED BATS

= 13-15 Baseball Division

= The bat may not exceed 34” in length, and the bat barrel may not
exceed 2 5/8” in diameter.

= All aluminum/alloy barrel bats and all composite handle (only)
aluminum/alloy BBCOR .50 barrels are allowed.

= Only composite barrel bats certified and marked USA Baseball
Marking will be allowed.

= Wood barrel bats conforming to the specifications of Official
Baseball Rule 1.10 are allowed.

= How will I know which bat to buy?

= All new bats that bear the USA Bat licensing mark will be
permissible for play in the leagues and tournaments of the
participating youth baseball organizations.
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BATS NOT APPROVED

= Tampering or altering bats may violate certain
federal and state laws and voids the USA Baseball
certification, as well as all manufacturer warranties.
Rolling 1s considered tampering and would void the
bat’s certification and make it illegal for play.
