The Summer 12 & Under Youth Baseball Program meets twice a week with each age group meeting
on either Mondays and Wednesdays or Tuesdays and Thursdays. The first week, participants are
placed in groups at random and learn drills and play “games” at stations. Teams will then be
formed, team shirts and game schedules will be distributed on June 14 and 15. Starting June 21,
coaches will teach fundamentals for the first 15-25 minutes with the remaining time used for games.
Although games are played, win-loss records are not kept, and coaches are instructed to play each
participant equally. Coaches provide all of the officiating during the games. Participants receive
participation ribbons at the completion of the program.
